The Multi-Link-Panel is a pre-assembled glazing panel,
manufactured to size for each individual project. Each panel comprises
aluminium structural glazing bars fitted with multiwall polycarbonate
glazing sheet. Available with 10mm, 16mm or 25mm thick glazing,

individual panels can span up to four metres,

One of the major benefits of the Multi-Link-Fanel relates to the speed of installation,
This is achieved by the pre-assembled nature of the panel combined with the umigue fix
and link design of the bar system. Installation time compared with traditional glazing
systems can be cut by two thirds, saving labour costs and perhaps more importantly, drasticalty
reducing any necessary factory/premises shutdown time when work is carried on overhead.

Handling during installation is easier and safer than with traditional glass systems
a5 panels are constructed from materials that are both strong and fight in weight.
This combination enables bar centres to be extended up to one metre, reducing the
number of glazing bars required and thus increasing the level of natural light into
the building. The reduction in weight compared with traditional glass systems
has the added benefit of lowering the overall weight of the roof construction,
decreasing the stresses on the existing fabric of the building.

As panels are pre-assembled in a controlled factory environment, possible contamination
caused by on-zite cutting of the glazing sheet can be avoided. Available in mill finish, white
aor brown polyester powder coated aluminium (with non-standard colours available on request)
and fitted with a wide choice of polycarbonate glazing, Multi-Link-Panels enhance the
appearance of any property, whilst providing a long term, maintenance-free solution to pitched
roof glazing. Being self-extinguishing, polycarbonate has excellent fire resistant properties.
s @ thermoplastic, the polycarbonate will melt under the intense heat of a fire, pulling away
from the fiame and allowing the heat and smoke to be vented. Because no burning drops are
produced, the polycarbenate makes no contribution to the growth of the fire through flame
spread, With a fre classification of 1y to BS476: (Part 7). polycarbonate is the preferred

glazing material.
