This 
includes both permanent structures and temporary ones such as tents and marquees.  This also means that indoor 
smoking rooms in these areas will no longer be allowed.   
 
Whilst there is no official requirement for outdoor smoking shelters to be provided, you may feel this to be in the best 
interests of your smoking customers.
